The General Freight Division has been the main examination focus during this reporting period due largely to its stability within the group and ability to provide comparative data. This division has reduced greenhouse gas and energy usage by 8% (47k GJ) from the 07/08 year
Varying state Higher Mass Limits rules and load structure issues has impacted upon ability to maximise load opportunities nevertheless Scotts Transport Industries Pty Ltd has carried out its assessments complying with the key elements and intention of the Energy Efficiency Opportunities legislation.
